2022 Rabies Conference in China

*Held in Hangzhou, Zhejiang province on 2nd and 3rd September. 4,000 ppl attended both online and on-site.

*Ms. Deng Yidan (Suki), Director of the China Cat and Dog Welfare Program from Animals Asia, 
was invited to give an online speech at the conference. 

Topic: The Positive Effect of NGOs in the Prevention and Control of Rabies.

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National reporting scheme in 2022:

*Received tips-off of 26 dog meat restaurants located in 22 cities.

*Filed 36 complaints to related authorities after verification, 34
stop selling dog meat or receive rectification warnings (take down
the word “dog” from signboard).

*Zhuhai, pioneer city of China: Following work and collaboration
with local groups, together with the reports that our team have
distributed there are now NO dog meat restaurants in the whole
city.

*Filed 2 complaints of trucks illegally transporting live cats/dogs.

*65 products/items on Taobao.com, JD.com, 13 videos on mobile 
app Douyin, and 1 uploader on bilibili.com were reported, 31
products were removed, and the videos are now all gone.

Delivered 7 appeal letters calling on Yulin and
Guangxi governments to strengthen the supervision
of the Yulin Dog Meat Festival, and 1 complaint letter
to draw the attention of the Yulin govt to inter-
province live dog transportation.

A significant decrease in the number of dog meat
restaurants that are still open in 2022, which shows
that the usual sales of dog meat have decreased,
and many restaurants have closed. However, seeing
that the number of diners in the days before and
after the Dog Meat Festival has increased compared
with last year, it shows that concentrated
consumption has increased.

EMERGENCY RESCUE
Liuzhou Small Animal Protection Association, Guangxi: 

The shelter was damaged by fire. After our support, they completed
the refurbishment in February 2022, benefitting over 200 animals.

Supported items: water heater, bath tank, electronic wire layout, wall
repaint, floor heating system, dog playground, lighting, cat enrichment.



EMERGENCY RESCUE
Material Donation:

*Donated worm tablets to 182 dogs and 259 cats 
from 7 NGOs in Guangxi. 

*Delivered vaccines and flea & tick protections to 
Baise (Guangxi）Adoption Day.
